Wary of a couple of disappointing second half performances in the previous couple of game the visitors were determined to keep focused and continue their good work and they did and then some.  Up front the speed and skill of Sarah Robertson coupled with the vision of Annabel Small were causing the home defence problems every time they got the ball. The second goal came not long after the second half began, good work by Small down the right finishing with a clever ball across the face of goal found Robertson at the far post to knock in her and the teams second.Fjordhus were gaining confidence and good movement and passing together with a strong work ethic never really let Dunfermline into the game.  An accurate long ball from a Townsend free hit found Small in the circle who was able to control and find the corner of the net for the Borderers third.  Almost from the restart Small got on the scoresheet again as Robertson turned provider this time when her stick skills saw her beat several defenders and find Small on the penalty spot whose neat flick beat the keeper. Final Score 4-1.
